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Dominantou arealu v Hornich Pocernicich je zamek Chvaly

ze 17. stoleti, ktery ve srovnani s historickym objektem Domu
uméni je vsak vyrazné mladsi. Prvni zminka o existenci tvrze se
totiz datuje jiz kolem roku 1070. A je velmi pravdépodobné, Ze
stala pravé na misté dnesntho Domu uméni. Lze to vypozorovat

ze zakladt a z ¢asti zdi budovy.

POZAR ZMENIL TVRZ NA SYPKU

Osud pivodni tvrze zpecetil pozar, k némuz doslo v dobé
vystavby Chvalského zadmku. To, co z ni zbylo, pak nechali
majitelé zamku prestavét na zameckou sypku. K ni nasledné do-
stavéli véechny dal$i hospodatské budovy. Kdyz se rozhlédnete
po arealu Chvalské tvrze, pak tam, kde stoji hotel, byvaly chlévy,
na mist¢ dne$ni pizzerie byly konirny.

Z historického pohledu je tedy budova Domu uméni zfejmé
to nejhodnotnéjsi z celého arealu. Zajimavé je i to, Ze budova
jako sypka, respektive $pejchar, skutecné téméf az do soucas-
nosti slouzila. Za minulého rezimu byla skladem mistniho JZD.
Vlastnikem aredlu je Praha, ktera jej dala do spravy obci Horni
Pocernice.

Az do roku 2012, kdy si ji pronajal majitel Ateliéru Fiala, slou-
zila budova jako obecni skladisté. V 90. letech jeji jedno ktidlo
vyhotelo. Aby byla zachranéna, vybudoval majitel nové krovy.
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V téchto prostorech vznikl sal, ve kterém
se konaly kulturni akce obce. Dnes je zde
vystavni sal provozovan Atelierem Fiala
s pravidelnymi vystavami. Po vét$inu roku

ale byla budova nevyuzita.

ATELIER FIALA VE CHVALSKE
TVRZI

David Fiala objevil areal zamku Chvaly
nedlouho po jeho znovuotevieni v roce 2008,
kdy zde potadal vystavu jednoho soudobého
vytvarnika. ProtoZe v té dobé mél své aktivity
rozptylené na nékolika mistech prazského
Branika, hledal prostory, kam by je soustfe-
dil. Zajimal se proto mimo jiné 1 o barokni
budovu byvalé sypky. V té dobé se ale dozvé-
dél, ze zde ma vzniknout minipivovar.

Z projektu v$ak nakonec seslo, nebot pro
ztizeni minipivovaru bylo potfeba vétsich
stavebnich zasaht, nez byli ochotni pamatka-
i1 akceptovat. Budova tedy byla volna. David
Fiala proto vytvofil navrh projektu na jeji
vyuziti, vyhral vybérové fizeni a budovu si
pronajal. Souc¢asny Diim uméni byl coby
vyusténi restauratorova dlouhodobého planu
otevien 1. kvétna 2013 zaroven s patym vyro-
¢im znovuotevieni Chvalského zamku.

V barokni stavbé dokazal majitel Atelié-
ru, David Fiala skloubit v§echny své akti-

vity: Pfedevsim restaurovani historického

nabytku a obrazti, jemuz se vénuje od roku
1991, dale prodej restaurovaného mobiliafe
a také vystavy obrazt soucasnych i starsich
umélct. David Fiala vlastn{ napiiklad nej-
vétsi sbirku obrazti akademického malife
Josefa Fialy, svého pradédy.

Guests in the Old Bohemian restaurant on the ground floor sit

on the chairs and at the tables reminiscent of the era of Emperor
Franz Joseph I. On the first floor they observe the hands of skilled
craftsmen in the restoration workshop and admire the restored
furniture in the Gallery of Antiques. Exhibitions are held on the
second floor, with this summer’s exhibition showcasing Retro fur-
niture of the 1960s-80s. Welcome to the Art House — the oldest
building in the Chvaly Chateau complex.

The fate of the original fortress was

dates back to about 1070. And it is very

likely that the fortress was located on the
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sealed by a fire which erupted during the
construction of Chvaly Chateau. The
Chateau owners then had the fortress, or
rather what was left of it, rebuilt into the
Chateau granary. Other farm buildings were
later annexed to the granary. When you
look around the area of Chvaly Chateau,
the cowsheds used to be where the hotel
now stands, and the stables used to be on
the site of the current pizzeria.

From a historical perspective, the Art
House building is probably the most
valuable part of the entire complex. It is
also interesting that the building actually
served as a granary, or silo, until recently.
Under the previous regime, a local collective
farm used it as a storehouse. The City of
Prague is the owner of the premises, and
entrusted it into the administration of Horni

Pocernice.
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Until 2012, when the owner of Atelier
Fiala rented the building, it served as a
municipal warchouse. In the 1990s, one
wing burned down. To save the building,
the owner built new roofs. These premises
were turned into a hall where town cultural
events were held. For most of the year,
however, the building was unused. Today
there is an exhibition hall with regular

exhibitions, managed by Atelier Fiala.

ATELIER FIALA IN CHVALY
FORTRESS

David Fiala discovered the Chvaly
Chateau premises shortly after its reopening
in 2008, when it hosted an exhibition by a
contemporary artist. Because at that time
David Fiala had his activities scattered

over several locations in Prague’s Branik,

he sought premises where these activities




could be centralised. He was interested in
the Baroque building of the former granary,
among other venues. At that time, however,
he learned that a microbrewery was to be
established there.

However, that project was eventually
cancelled because more construction
changes were needed to establish the
microbrewery than the conservationists
were willing to accept. Thus, the building
remained vacant. David Fiala therefore
developed a project proposal for its use,
won the selection process and rented
the building. As the culmination of the
restorer’s long-term plan, the contemporary
Art House opened on 1+ May 2013, on the
5% anniversary of the reopening of Chvaly
Chateau.

The atelier owner, David Fiala, has
managed to combine all his activities in
the Baroque building: in particular, the

restoration of historical furniture and

paintings to which he has devoted himself
since 1991, the sale of restored furniture and
also exhibitions by contemporary as well

as older artists. For example, David Fiala
owns the largest collection of paintings

by academic painter Josef Fiala, his great-
grandfather.

Thanks to the Art House, the history
of the original Chvaly Fortress has been
revived and continues, perfectly blending
with the contemporary art, which is also
gradually entering history. Restored pieces
of Baroque furniture and paintings by old
masters are exhibited close to the exhibits
by contemporary artists. Time has therefore
only seemingly stood still here.

“Just as we returned the original
appearance to the building, in our
restoration workshop we return the original
form to historical furniture. We organise
tours through the entire Art House. I believe

that it is a great experience for visitors to

the Art House to see the restored pieces

of antique furniture of different styles, to
observe the hands of the restorers at work,
to view exhibitions of contemporary art and
then to sit in the restaurant on a chair at a
table which Emperor Franz Joseph I could
use when having lunch with his family,”

claims David Fiala. =
